Justification of the
project

Domestic violence is one of the most common and
traumatic difficult life situations. According to the
Department of Internal Affairs, Ivatsevichy District
Executive Committee, in 2024, 275 administrative
offenses in the field of everyday life were recorded in
the lvatsevichy district, 95% of the victims of
domestic violence are women. For comparison
(according to the same information) in 2023, this
figure of offenses was 229 people. For 2 months of
2025, the Ivatsevichy District Department of Internal
Affairs has already recorded 87 offenses in the field
of everyday life.

Meanwhile, most crimes do not fall into these
statistics. One of the reasons is that victims of
violence often do not report to law enforcement
agencies, even in cases where they are subjected to
particularly severe physical violence.

Children are most vulnerable due to their dependence
on their parents, being both witnesses and victims of
domestic violence.

Opening a "crisis" room in a state of full
accessibility, taking into account the special needs of
people with disabilities, for victims of violence,
terrorist acts, man-made disasters and natural
disasters, orphans and children left without parental
care is an opportunity to save their lives and preserve
their health!
