persons affected by violence, victims of trafficking in
human beings, citizens affected by terrorist acts, man-
made disasters and natural disasters, orphans and
children left without parental care, while taking into
account the special needs of people with disabilities.

an area of at least 30 square meters with a separate
entrance (exit);

2. Creating a barrier-free environment for people with

limited capacity to improve the provision of social
services to the temporary shelter and the accessibility
of the “crisis" room;

3. repair of the premises (repair of sanitary-

hygienic room (washbasin, shower, toilet), kitchen
repair - arrangement of a place for cooking, repair of
the living room, equipping the windows with additional
reinforcement);
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4. equipping the premises with a security system

(panic button) with output to the centralized monitoring
consoles of the units of the Department of Protection of
the Ministry of Internal Affairs;

5. equipping the room with a video intercom;

6. line connection and connection of a landline phone;
7. equipping the premises with Internet access for the
use of Internet resources;

8. Room equipment:

necessary furniture for sleeping and resting (wardrobes,
beds, sofa, table, chairs, special furniture for children,
kitchen furniture);

household appliances for cooking and storing food
(stove for cooking, kettle, slow cooker, microwave -
oven. refrigerator,);

household appliances necessary for normal life (washing
machine, clothes dryer, iron, hair dryer, TV, laptop for
the possibility of using Internet resources, etc.)

kitchen utensils for cooking and eating (cooking
utensils; tableware, cutlery);

a set of essential products (pasta, canned food, cereals,
sunflower oil, salt, sugar, etc.);

sets of bedding including for children;

hygiene products (soap, shampoo, toothpaste,
toothbrush, towels);

Rationale for the
project

Domestic violence is one of the most common and
traumatic difficult life situations. According to the
Department of Internal Affairs, the Ivatsevichi District
Executive Committee in 2021, 370 administrative
offenses in the field of everyday life were recorded in
the Ivatsevichi district, 95% of the number of victims of
domestic violence are women. For comparison
(according to the same information) in 2020, this figure
of offenses was 286 people. For 2 months of 2022, the
Ivatsevichi ROVD has already recorded 78 offenses in
the field of everyday life.

Meanwhile, most crimes do not fall into these

statistics. One of their reasons is that victims of violence
often do not report to law enforcement agencies, even in
cases where physical violence in particularly severe
forms is committed against them.

Children are most vulnerable because of their
dependence on their parents, being both witnesses and
victims of domestic violence.

Opening a “crisis" room in a state of full accessibility,
taking into account the special needs of people with
disabilities, for persons affected by violence, terrorist
acts, man-made disasters and natural disasters, persons
from among orphans and children left without parental
care is an opportunity to save their lives and preserve
their health!
